	Billet Description: NOAA Ship ALBATROSS IV is a fisheries research vessel that supports the Northeast Fisheries Science Center in Woods Hole, MA.  Operations range from the Gulf of Maine to Cape Hatteras.  The majority of the ship's research is comprised of groundfish (bottom trawl) and scallop (dredge) surveys, with Ecosystems Monitoring and marine mammals trips included. The field season typically runs from mid-January to November, totalling approximately 240 sea days.

The Executive Officer is responsible for supervising up to four junior officers, maintaining the ship's budget, managing the complement's overtime and leave, and hiring new personnel, in addition to disciplinary procedures when necessary.  The XO is also responsible for Department Head employee performance plans and yearly appraisals.

In the absence or incapacitation of the Commanding Officer, the Executive Officer assumes full command of the vessel with all of the attendant responsibilities.

-Maintain staffing for the vessel - at least at safe manning requirement levels at all times.  Work with HR to issue recruit 52s when necessary.
-Opportunity to serve as ship's diver.
-Safety Officer - serving as On-Scene for all emergencies.
