The NANCY FOSTER
also has the capability to respond rapidly to natural disasters in support of commerce and transportation.

The Operations Officer is responsible for reviewing cruise plans for validity, coordinating with the Chief Scientist daily to
prepare daily plans of action, and to prepare logistical support of the various projects of the vessel.

The billet provides the incumbent with valuable logistic oversight and coordination responsibilities which prepare the officer for
a wide variety of positions throughout NOS, NMFS, OAR, and OE offices.

sea tours as an Executive Officer.

4. ADDITIONAL COMMENTS:

QUALIFICATIONS (cont.) An officer who holds a valid USCG license may be required to complete some training prior to
reporting. This will be addressed on a case by case basis. Completion of GMDSS and all other STCW95' requirements as
required by a vessel of this particular tonnage is required. Experience as a qualified OOD of a ship with azimuth steering
control ("Z-Drives") is preferred but not required. Preferred shore duties prior to this billet include JOIC or OIC of a small
research vessel, small boat program officer, staff scientist, dive operations officer, scientific support officer, or marine

sanctuaries operations officer.
