Many of the projects and issues requires close coordination with state, territorial, and local government agencies and major
line elements of NMFS and NOAA. There is considerable interaction with other US departments and agencies, such as
Defense, Agriculture, Transportation, Interior, and EPA.

Manages the marine mammal stranding network for Hawaii to ensure compliance with the MMPA, ESA, the Marine Mammal
Health and Stranding Response Act, and OPA 90.

Develops formal procedures and strategies for handling marine mammal stranding events in the unincorporated US territories
and possessions.

Monitors and oversees the contract for the Hawaii Sea Turtle Stranding Network.

Monitors base closure activities at Midway to ensure compliance with ESA, FWCA, and MMPA requirements. Works closely
with the USN, USFW, NOAA HAZMAT, and the Honolulu Lab to coordinate base closure activities with monk seal
research/recovery actions.

Monitors US DoD activities at Kwajalein and conducts consultations as required under the AESP developed for USAKA
Participates on the Oiled Wildlife Response portion of the Hawaii Area Response Plan.

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3. CAREER DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITIES:

4. ADDITIONAL COMMENTS:

Assists in the preparation of reviews of Corps of Engineers permit applications for dredge and fill activities and construction in
coastal waters of the Hawaiian Islands and US Pacific flag islands.

Conducts site inspections, including in-water surveys, during review of Corps of Engineers permit applications.

Participates in site review teams for large scale coastal projects under NEPA.

Assists in NOAA Oceania Regional Response Team representative in RRT activities pertaining to spills of oil and hazardous
substances in waters of Hawaii and the US Pacific Islands.

Monitor potential impacts and alterations to habitats of species managed under the Magnuson Act and reports to the
Ecosystems and Habitat Standing Committee of the Western pacific Regional Fishery Management Council.

Spanish skills would be helpful, but not necessary.

Occasional travel, both domestic and international, may be required.
