1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF BILLET:

The officer will function as Field Operations Officer for Florida Bay and South Florida research program for the Southeast
Fisheries Science Center. This will be an interdisciplinary position requiring participation in 3-5 day cruises aboard the
University of Miami research ship Walton Smith in Florida Bay, as well as field work in the Florida Keys. Primary duties will
include operation and maintenance of small boats, diving support, and support and planning for field work. In addition this
position will require the officer to coordinate operations with NOAA's Atlantic Oceanographic and Meteorology Laboratory
(AOML), Everglades National Park, various Florida State agencies and the University of Miami. The officers duties will
include support for AOML Florida Bay efforts, and planning/support for joint SEFSC/AOML programs. It is anticipated that a
similar billet will be created at AOML, and the officer will be expected to work closely with their counterpart to develop
interdisciplinary skills.
